Top ten Tips

1. Parental confrols These can be set on both your
router and devices - YouTube and Google have
videos on how fo do this.

2 Teach responsibility Teach life skills to keep your
child/ren safe. It is suggested that £8% of children think
everything on the internet is true and 27% have seen
something they don't ike. Try and have fun on line
together, play games, support homework and leam
together. Help them fo be critical, check in with you_ It
will become natural for your child to fum to you if they
experence anything upsetting online.

3_Support digital resilience Talk to your children,
discuss confent they send/freceive. How do they see

themselves online and how do others see them? Foe
example, being truthful - if they are misleading what
may somebody else be doing? Does your child know
whio they are talking to the ‘real world'#

4. Adwverls Switch on the advert blocker on all
devices. There can be hidden costs in advertising
within apps.

5. Time to switeh off Would you let your child go out
and play/chat with friends/sfrangers at $pm?2 If not
then why is it ok for them to do it in their room on their
phone? Perhaps a rule that after a set time all devices
are out of bedrooms. Most devices can be sef to
switch off at o set fime.

4 Lead by example. How much time do they spend
on the intemet and phone? What are we modelling? If
we are to set a house rule around intemet it should
ako apply to parentsfcarers too. Teaching respensibil-
ity we can support, protect and be involved with our
children.

7. Social respensibility Are they putting things cut
there on Instagram, snapchat, TkTok and other
social media sites? Would they want you or a
teacher to see it? Starting conversations and good
habits early on is a great way o support them in
staying safe online.

8. Be aware. Cumrently Koala safe and Gustodio
give you a mirar image of what your child is
looking at. You can purchase sites that block sites
with, for example, cbscene content. It is impaortant
for you, the parent, to keep safeguarding up to
date as sites may change.

9. Gaming Find out about the games your child is
playing - check age limits and who they are
playing with. How long are they playing? You could
set a timer for how long games are played - o
countdown on games being switched off.

10.What de children de to keep themselves safe
online? If not tought then nothing! Children don't
believe we'd give them anything that is unsafe.
Checkin and learn what they're doing. Parentzone
parentzone.org.uk offers help advice and a
fracking app that helps you keep you children safe
on line. You can alsc apply a kid's search engine.
Know their password and help them to change
their passwaords regularly to keep them and their
information safe.

Our October Picture Book Recommended Author:

Our October picture book is a non-fiction book disguised in
narrative form which shines a light on one of the most
mysterious creates of the deep. This month's recommend-
ed picture book is 'Anglerfish: The Sea devil of the Deep’

by Elaine M. Alexander .

Dive deep into the darkest part of the ocean and visit a
primordial, fierce-toothed fish that draws in prey with its

own bioluminescent lure.
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For a slightly longer read, why don't you try our novel of the month? ‘The Lizzie and Belle
Mysteries' by J.T. Williams is inspired by actual Black British historical figures and the lives
they led in this time period; this is the perfect example of a historical novel to introduce to
children where they will be gleaning facts and empathising with the characters whilst also
immersing themselves in this world of mystery.
